Minutes for CAC meeting 5/9/11

Meeting called to order by Casie Wenmohs at 3:00 p.m.

Casie welcomed new members. The CAC elected Casie Wenmohs and Kerry Osio as co-chairs and Liddy Zierer as secretary.

During CAC member concerns, Geeta Suggs distributed an informational brochure she made for the PTA to give out to new parents.  The goal is to showcase the services that the PTA provides. Geeta has been tasked to create a similar brochure for OHE as a school and asked for help from faculty to give input about what is special about Oak Hill Elementary.  Specifically she wanted to list five things new parents need to know.  It was decided to discuss this at the next faculty meeting.  

Also during CAC member concerns, Kerry Osio discussed more PTA communications about the CAC in the Eagle Eye and other flyers as a place for members of the community to come and voice concerns or ideas.  It was discussed that we can list the meeting dates and an open invitation to attend meetings on the website or other  forms of communication.

During her principal’s report, Dr. Mitchell complimented the Welcoming Committee on their successful Kindergarten Roundup.  Having parents fill out paperwork ahead of time cut down on all of the lines.  She encouraged CAC members to get the word out to any new OHE families to register now.

Dr. Mitchell discussed results of the PTA budget meeting. The PTA will donate $7,000 towards a Reading Specialist for the primary grades.  Amy Ledbetter has agreed to be hired for this position.  Other money to support this position will come from school money previously allocated to “Legacy of Giving.”

Dr. Mitchell also outlined the final decisions for 2010-11 made by the Projects and Goals Committee. Casie thanked Geeta Suggs, Projects & Goals Chair, for her work to create a clear process and timetable for PTA spending through P&G.

Dr. Mitchell reported that AISD has advised her that the portables on the south side of the campus will remain in place even though they will not be used as classrooms. The term for this is  “shuttered.” The district is not moving unused portables due to the cost.

Casie gave a brief overview of CAC responsibilities and went over a draft meeting scheduled for 2011-12. She also presented the draft PTA strategic plan, which can inform the CAC when it reviews the CIP, budget and other campus issues. A discussion followed regarding Priority #2 “Support the OHE faculty and work collaboratively with teachers to determine the most needed areas of PTA support.” teacher involvement with the PTA. Specifically, the CAC members talked about the best way to effectively gather teacher input. PTA leadership will attend the teacher breakfast on June 2 as a starting point.
