1. Facility update.  Dr. Mitchell believes to that we will lose five portables next year.  There will be only one computer lab, no classes in the portables, and there still will be some open space.  The Innovation Station that is currently in the portable will be moved into the building.  The cafeteria in the annex will be closed next year.  There will be a contingency plan for very bad weather.  There might be a covered walkway in the future.  There is a complex process that needs to be followed to have one installed.

2. CAC Member terms were discussed.  There are currently several staff terms ending and one parent opening.

New business:  

1. A proposal for Community Building Events was presented by Steve Swanson to make OHE the center of the Oak Hill community and start school-community partnerships.  These events would include several local business owners, parents, and school staff.  Mr. Swanson lives in the OHE neighborhood.  He noted that a community needs to communicate with each other to be effective.  Casie is working on the logistics and would like to start those meetings in the Fall.
