V. Adoption of minutes from 9/12/11 meeting

VI. Principal’s report by Dr. Mitchell:

A. College readiness discussed -  Study looked at DRA levels and compared to TAKS scores. Children at grade level DRA pass TAKS but those at commended level were above grade level DRA.  Found that only those at commended level were “college ready.” The study emphasized the importance of being at or above grade level DRA in K-2nd to be prepared. Most likely we will see new chart of DRA level for grades with higher expectations.

B. New STAAR test discussed - TAKS test has looked more at grade level achievement but this will look more at college readiness. STAAR will be timed and be more rigorous. STAAR will assess higher order thinking and analysis of subjects. Still not really sure how it will work this year. Schools will not receive new accountability ratings from test scores this year.

C. Campus Safety – Dr. Mitchell discussed the findings and recommendations from a visit by the AISD emergency director.  Annex was found safe for weather emergencies. Of concern for both buildings was lack of lockdown safety, especially in the main building. Due to the open concept of the main building, there is no good way to lockdown once an intruder is inside. Therefore, focus was moved to prevent any entrance. The goal is to have all outside doors locked during school hours starting November 1. Access would be available for visitors through the front doors by being buzzed in. Video cameras will monitor the doors.  All back and side doors will also be locked, with entrance only by key.  The school will continue to encourage visitors/volunteers but stress the importance of student safety.

VII. New Business - Casie Wenmohs

A. Campus Improvement Plan. Per Dr. Mitchell, will basically be the same as last year. TAKS will change to STAAR. Goal of 97% attendance rate to be included.  A full report will be posted on-line.

B. Discussed sidewalk improvement to the side of the school. Still no plan for sidewalk along Patton Ranch.
