Student Council Election 

Timeline

2011-2012
Sept. 14

Information distributed to teachers.

Sept. 14-21
Teachers promote interest in Student Council.  Teachers inform students that the Student Council will meet one Friday per month from 2:00 to 2:40 (during some grade levels’ Reward Time) and there is a Service Learning component included in job responsibilities this year (new).
Sept. 15-16
Teachers send student council letter home to all students.
Sept. 19-22
Teachers conduct in-class elections (election format should look the same in each grade level – as determined by each grade level team).  Teachers will verify that each student council candidate meets minimum eligibility requirements.

Sept. 22 by 3pm
Teachers submit Student Council Reps and Alts to Candi Caporal (based on in-class election results).
Sept. 23 at 2:15pm
All Student Council Representatives and Alternates meet to discuss campaign rules and officer duties.
Sept. 26
Teachers will place the list of officer candidates from each 4th and 5th grade class in the student council box.  4th graders are eligible to run for Vice President and Treasurer, and 5th graders are eligible to run for President and Secretary.

Sept. 27-30
Campaigning allowed in hallways and cafeteria (3 posters {1 in cafeteria and 2 in hallway}, handouts, badges, etc.)

Sept. 29
Draft election ballots placed in teachers’ boxes for final review and due back in Student Council box by the end of the day.

Sept. 30 at 8:30am
Candidates deliver speeches to all 4th and 5th grade students. (Students may practice speeches immediately following morning assembly.)
Sept. 30
Final ballots placed in teachers’ boxes; election of Student Council  Officers immediately following return from speeches.  Send tallied ballots to the office as soon as possible. Election results announced.
