Timeline

2010
Sept. 27

Information distributed to teachers.

Sept. 27-28
Teachers promote interest in Student Council and send home information to parents.  Teachers inform students that the Student Council will meet one Friday per month from 2:00 to 2:40 (during some grade levels’ Reward Time).

Sept. 30 by 3pm
Teachers will place the list of officer candidates from each 4th and 5th grade class in the student council box.  One boy and one girl from each class must be selected for the ballot.  4th graders are eligible to run for Vice President and Treasurer, and 5th graders are eligible to run for President and Secretary.

Oct. 1 at 2:15pm
Officer candidates meet on the blacktop to discuss campaign rules.

Oct. 5-7
Campaigning allowed in hallways and cafeteria (posters, handouts, badges, etc.)

Oct. 7
Draft election ballots placed in teachers’ boxes for final review and due back in Student Council box by the end of the day.

Oct. 8, 8am
Candidates deliver speeches in the cafeteria to 4th and 5th graders.

Oct. 8
Final ballots placed in teachers’ boxes; election of Student Council  Officers immediately following return from speeches.  Send tallied ballots to the office as soon as possible.  AFTER the Officers are announced, then the homerooms select their Representatives and Alternate (all homerooms, grades 3-5)

Oct. 8
Names of Representatives and Alternate due in Student Council box.

Oct. 12 
Teachers will review and correct any mistakes in the names of the Officers, Representatives, and Alternates and return their list to Student Council box.
